Directions to Northwest Nazarene University 

* NNU is in Nampa, Idaho (in the southwest part of Idaho), and 25 minutes west of Boise.  
 
Coming from the East:   traveling on Interstate 84, Take EXIT 43/Garrity Blvd. (1st Nampa exit); turn left at the light onto 
Garrity Blvd; Continue Garrity for 1.9 miles & take a left on 16th Ave. (immediately after train overpass); Continue on 16th 
Ave So. for 1.7 miles – 16thAve eventually veers to the left & becomes Holly Street. Continue another .4mile on Holly, the 
road veers to the left (& changes to Fern & E Bird). After passing Culver Hall take a right into the campus on Holly, to the 
parking lot in between Ford & Culver Halls. 
 
Coming from the West: traveling on Interstate 84, Take EXIT 35/ Nampa Blvd. head south for 1 mile. Continue straight thru 
2 intersections & continue on Yale (Name Change) for .4 mile. Road will veer to the left & changes to 7th St. South; 
continue for another .8 mile (go past the Albertsons & Walgreens) & take a right on 16th Ave So.; continue for .3 miles on 
16thAve. 16thAve eventually veers to the left & becomes Holly Street. Continue another .4 mile on the road veers to the left 
(& changes to Fern & E Bird). After passing Culver Hall take a right into the campus on Holly, to the parking lot in between 
Ford & Culver Halls.
